Please check in with 

your enrolled school. Some families may need to apply for benefits at https://www.myschoolapps.com/ (7-10 

day processing time) 

Food pick up at Swainston Middle School is from 10:00am-1:00pm 

A parent may pick up meals for all students at one location with the following information: 

 Student identification cards 

 Student numbers 

 Student name, grade and enrolled school site.
